Universe Description

This Universe contains information about post-award Grants and Contracts.  For each Grant, users have access to the Grant Budget, inception to date fiscal activity for each grant fund, personnel associated with the Grant, Granting Agency information, and information about Grant Sponsor Billing. This universe is useful for listing grants, principal investigator, grant start and end dates, or analysis of grant expenditures and budget since the Grant’s inception.

· Sponsor ID & Name 

· Principal Investigator ID & Name 

· Grant code & titles 

· Grant Start & End dates

· Revenue ITD Balance

· Expense ITD Balance

Universe Tips & Tricks

· The individual transactions that make up the summary totals in the Grant ledger come from the Operating Ledger detail.  Hence, grants transaction detail is operating ledger detail.

· Remember that Grant ITD summary data is based on the Grant start date.

· Operating Ledger transaction detail is linked to alternative time periods with the transaction date.

· Grant Ledger data derives alternative time periods with the use of the Grant start date.

· The Original Document number object should only be used the transaction detail objects not with Grant ITD summary objects.

· Do not attempt to combine Grant OL detail and Grants ITD summary objects in the same query.  This includes year and period objects.

· Grant BBA, Unencumbered BBA, Permanent Budget, and Operating Budget are only calculated for expense accounts.

· Grant BBA, Unencumbered BBA, Permanent Budget and Operating Budget objects must be used with a condition on Year and Period.

· Use Grant BBA with caution.  BBA is an EDW calculated field that utilizes encumbrances.  Labor encumbrances, which make up 60-80% of the average units’ encumbrances, are calculated on the State Fiscal year, not on Grant year.
