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Who should use this universe?

· Functional Offices interested in creating applicant/application information reports with “frozen” data for Official University/State/Federal Reporting 
· Academic Colleges and Departments who are interested in re-creating point in time or “frozen” information (i.e. CN = 10th Day of Enrollment which captures ALL applicants including those who did not register for their application term).  Additional “frozen” dates are available and are determined by each office’s functional offices.

· Any other users who received and/or used the applicant/application information to improve their applicant/application productivity and processes to achieve their business goals.

What types of business questions can I answer using this universe?
· What does a population of applicants “look” like at a specific point in time?  
· Who and How many First Time Freshman have applied for Fall 2008 to the College of Liberal, Arts & Sciences?  

· What Academic Program and Major did the student apply for?

· How many applications/applicants does my Campus/College/Department have at a specific point in time?  
· What was the number of applicants vs. applications in Spring 2008 at UIC by the most current decision?

· What is the comparison of applicants vs. applications from one census date to the next?  Comparing “like term” information  
· Who are the applicants that were selected to be James Scholars for the Fall 2008 application term and what college did they apply to?
· How many applicants have applied based on their biographic and/demographic information?

· How many non-Illinois Residents have applied for Spring 2008 to UIC?  Where are those students from?
· Does the pool of applicants contain adequate diversity?
· Should the university recruiters re-direct efforts toward different categories or classifications of students to optimize diversity in students in educational areas?

· Which High Schools have the highest number of applicants applying?

· What is the average Max ACT or SAT score for applicants at UIS in Spring 2008?

· How many applicants from Low-Sending, Public Schools applied to the College of Engineering?
Universe Description
Application Census offers a picture of applicant and application data at points in time throughout a semester. This universe will support Application Census reporting, analysis and review of applications/applicants, and reporting on the decisions for applications/applicants.

Because the data is frozen at each of the defined Application Census dates (CN – Census and FG – Final Grade), it can be useful for comparing who and how many applications/applicants have submitted across semesters. In addition to application curriculum information, applicant biographic and demographic, test score, attribute, decision, PGPA, High School, Prior College and Degree information is also saved. This allows for a comparison of how many applicants for a major have applied or been admitted into specific programs.

Please Note:  Application Census contains NO registration or academic history information.
Data Included in the Application Census Universe
· All data in the Application Census universe is frozen as of specified census dates determined by each campus OAR, Information Management, and University Administration Offices.

· This universe contains Applicant Biographic/Demographic, Prior College and Degree, Prior High School, Admission Standard High School, Maximum Test Scores, Application Primary and Secondary Curriculum, Applicant Attributes, PGPA, and Application Decisions.
· This universe contains applicants who have submitted an application for a specific term of admission.  Applicants regardless of their admission status who have submitted an application will appear in this data.
· No registration or academic history (i.e. DARwin, accepted transfer course work) is included in this Universe.

· This universe should NOT be used to create applicant directory listings for mailings of any kind.  This does not contain current or complete addresses, simply applicant locations.  

· Please Note:  Use the Current Applicant or Registration Universes if you are interested in distributing materials to applicants.  

· Maximum Test Scores the “highest” test score and sub-scores a student has received on any test regardless of the test taken date.  Thus the Maximum Test Score may not correspond to the Maximum Sub-score. (i.e. ACT = 30 taken on June 13.  ACT Sub Math = 32 taken on April 23.)

· This universe contains two types of address or “location” information on applicants.

· Original Address at Time of Application (OAPP) or Admission (OADM):  This information contains the original address or location of an applicant at the time of their application or at the time of their admission to the University, whichever event occurs last.  For example, when an applicant submits an application for a specified term, their Original Address is at the Time of Application (OAPP), if this applicant is never admitted to UI then this address will remain the same.  However, if this same applicant is admitted for the specified term then their address will become their Original Address at Time of Admission (OADM).

· Current Address:  This information contains that most current address information for the applicant at the time of the Application Census date in a hierarchy (Populate with Permanent Address (PR), if no Permanent populate with Mailing (MA), if no Mailing do not populate, the address will be ‘blank’).  For example, the applicant may have submitted an application on November 10th for a specified term while living in Elgin, Illinois.  On the specified Application Census date, the Elgin address will be current.  If the applicant moves to Fox Ridge, Iowa, two months later and an additional Application Census date occurs then the most current address is Fox Ridge, Iowa.  This will be the most current address.

· These addresses are more like “locations” because the addresses do NOT contain Street 1-3 lines.  This information should be used to identify applicants by demographics (i.e. How many applicants are from California? How many applicants are from Cook County?) 

· The available Application Census Type Codes and Descriptions are:

Report Creation Tips

· This universe is not updated on a daily basis, and data will not reflect “current” student information.  The universe is designed to capture data as it exists on specific points in time.

· Each campus OAR determines which Application Census Types and Application Census Dates are captured for their own campus.  Refer to the DS website (link below) in order to obtain the Census Types, Census Dates, and Terms chosen by your campus.
· You must always specify a Term and Application Census Type in your reports.  Without specifying this data, you will receive erroneous or duplicate data that you may not need.
· When reporting lists of applicants, always use the Confidentiality Indicator for FERPA restrictions.

· This universe uses the applicant’s Application/Admission College, not the Academic College. The ADMINISTRATIVE College is the college associated with the applicant/student’s admission college. The ACADEMIC College is the college associated with the student’s department of instruction or the college that the student will receive their degree.   
· For example, Undergraduate students the Academic College is the same as the Administrative College.  For Graduate students the Administrative College is the Graduate College (i.e. KS for Urbana, FS for Chicago) but the Academic College is the college that the student will receive their degree.
Data Quality Advisories

· Information in the Application Census universe for prior terms was “frozen” in November.  The functional offices requested that Decision Support “freeze” prior application/applicant information back to Fall 2004 to match the data that is available.  This means that any data prior to December 2007 and Fall 2007 may not be 100% accurate regarding the application or applicant.
· Inclusion of point-in-time data from past terms, beginning with Fall, 2004, may not be as expected if users try to compare the data in the planned product to past data that they have stored.  Differences may result due to changes to application processes since 2004. 
· Currently there are approximately 2641 rows of “blank” or missing department Codes in Banner’s Application data.  The OAR offices have been notified and in instances it is appropriate for the department code to be blank (i.e. Non Degree Seeking Programs) therefore, DS will be unable to derive an Academic College Code for the applicant

· Prior Degree attendance dates may appear “into the future” for the initial load of data (December 2007) due to using Banner’s current System (sys) date to populate the data. 
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
